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The Buddhist nirvana or extreme joy of a 
very earthly sort?  Traditionally, “to be in 
7th heaven” means to have transcended 
one’s normal physical condition.  Imagining 
the universe as a series of seven crystal 
balls inside each other, with one planet 
corresponding to each, people used to refer 
to being “transported to the third heaven,” 
because that was the one that corresponded 
to Venus, the goddess of love.  But if your 
pleasure is really intense, it can take you all 
the way to 7th heaven, which is as far you 
can go, since, according to popular belief, 
there is no 8th.  At that level, Earth isn’t the 
center of anything anymore, and you really 
couldn’t care less.
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The Jewish festival of Sukkot, or the “Feast 
of Booths,” commemorates the time when 
the Israelites wandered in the desert after 
the exodus from Egypt. Each evening, one 
of the seven Hebrew patriarchs is honored 
as a guest, known as an ushpizen. These 
“Seven Shepherds of Israel” represent the 
seven pillars of the kingdom and embody 
the seven spiritual qualities, which, together, 
work for the good of humanity.

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Not to be confused with the Hanukiah (the 
nine-branched candelabra—sometimes also 
referred to as a menorah—used during the 
Jewish Hanukkah celebrations at the end of 
the year), the menorah has seven branches: 
three on the east side, three on the west side 
and one in the center.  Whether one sees 
in this ancient emblem the seven branches 
of the Nile, the tree of life of the Garden of 
Eden, the interior tree of life of all believers 
or the omnipresence of an all-seeing God, 
the menorah constitutes a powerful and pro-
phetic symbol.
