New York at Dawn 
Aim of proposal:

Following on from the success of London at Dawn to produce New York at Dawn. 

Background of project:

In 2002 London at Dawn was published in hardback, followed in 2003 by a paperback edition, by Metro Publishing. The book sold extremely well and proved very popular with both Londoners and photographers, particularly in the London travel and photography sections of bookshops.  Containing a collection of 100 photos and 60 written texts, many were specially commissioned from local personalities such as Suggs, Simon Callow, Mo Mowlam, Antony Sher and Alain de Botton, about their experiences of London in the early morning hours.  Of the 80 contributors we asked to write for the project 60 did which showed what a unique and exciting project we have developed. Over the years Anthony has received hundreds of emails and responses from the public who have told him how much they have cherished their books and loved to see this unique side of the city. It was produced in association with John Bird, founder of The Big Issue. 

Concept:

The dawn hours of New York and London, particularly in summer, are often a hidden time. Sometimes we have the pleasure of arriving home in the early hours, or perhaps the displeasure at having to get up at dawn, but these hours are the quietest time in these exhaustingly busy cities. 

London at Dawn reveals a view of the city that is rarely seen by its inhabitants. Locals are amazed by the emptiness of its streets, the beauty of its dawn light and calm that pervades the views of this beautiful city.  The book encouraged great conversations and memories from the people who contributed and those who purchased it  – from meeting the dawn’s hour after the birth of your first child, to walking home after meeting a great love or leaving for a great trip.  Everyone has a dawn story. 

Anthony Epes would now like to explore this vision of a city at dawn in New York, a unique city and one of the most loved in the world.  As with London at Dawn,   we will ask personalities who know and love the city to write about their experiences of New York at Dawn.   London at Dawn prints sold very strongly after the book was published, with over 100 limited edition prints being purchased in the first few months.  Therefore, we will be seeking a local New York gallery to represent the project and help publicise the book.

Team background:

Anthony and Diana are working together to produce this project.

Anthony Epes (Photography): A fine art photographer from California based in London since 2000. He has built up wide group of private collectors and clients. A judge on The Environmental Photographer of the Year Awards, he is a founding member of the International Environmental Photographers Association, alongside Bryan Adams.  He has exhibited at The Royal College of Art, The Gallery on Redchurch Street, Capital Culture Gallery, Arts & Crafts Guild, The Ensign Gallery, Affordable Art Fair, The Mayor of London’s festival ‘Story of London’, and two galleries he has run himself: The Fish House in Borough Market and The Concrete Basement in Waterloo. 

Diana Bird (Marketing and Sponsorship): Anthony’s wife and the co-founder of Wedge Card (with her father John Bird, founder of The Big Issue), the reward card for local shops. Established 4 years ago Wedge has over 200,000 cardholders in London and has been recipient of many awards and press. David Cameron and his MPs are cardholders as are, amongst others,  Mariella Frostrup, Jarvis Cocker, Sharleen Spiteri and Colin and Livia Firth. Exhibitions 
Anthony and I would look at securing an exhibition to launch the project alongside the book to ensure maximum exposure. As the exhibitions have been so popular with locals in London we anticipate it would be successful in New York too. 

Workshops and tours

This year Anthony and professional tour guide and London cabbie, Nick Mortimore (who is featured in London at Dawn), have set up a photography workshop and tour program to take amateur photographers on dawn trips around London. Launched in May 2011, the workshops have been included in Foyles bookshop’s recent London festival, as well as being sponsored for inclusion in East London’s biggest cultural festival - Create - in July 2011. Amateur photographers have loved being part of the tour – learning about composition, early morning photography and the secrets of our great city. We would seek to replicate this in New York alongside the book launch and bring both locals and Londoners to the photographic workshops of the city.
