Notes on the layout and design



Kuperard have re-worked  the design and made the book feel lighter and more modern by opening up the design and changing to a light and medium sanserif typeface, while continuing to use the design and colour to reinforce the logic of the structure.
 

The book is organized as follows:

1) Geographically, by continent (alphabetically). The continental sections are coded by colour - in the asymmetrical flash at the top of the page, and in the cheerful new banners heading the ‘At a Glance’ columns (Europe is blue, the Pacific is yellow, Asia is green, and so on).

2) Within each continent, by country (alphabetically). We’ve introduced a locator map near the name of each country.

3) Within each country, by festival (chronologically, to reflect the festival year)
 
The weight given to different festivals varies, and the spreads show the mix of 3-page, 2-page, one page, half-page, and quarter-page festival entries.
 

The design is flexible enough to accommodate the different word counts of foreign language translations.
 
These refinements add to the attractiveness of the book  - they both preserve the integrity of the original design and increase the impact of the images.
