In Egypt and the Fertile Crescent, wh ichextends in an arc from the north
of the Arabian Peninsula east through Palestineto Mesop ota mia, the first state
structures emerged in paralld with the further development of animal hus-
bandry, agriculture, trade, and writing. The first great empires, such as those
of the Egyptian pharaohs, the Babylonians, the Assyrians, and the Persians,
evolved at the beginning of the third mil lennium 8.c., out of small communi-
tiesusuallyclustered arou nda city. Similar development also occurred on the
Indian sub continent and in China, where quite distinct early advanced civi-
lizations to ok shape as well.
